e We can have hope every day
e We can live forever with Him

The resurrection shows us that nothing is too big for God - not even the things that
scare us or feel impossible.

Bible Story Summary - The First Sunday After The Jewish Sabbath

Did You Know?

e Car-Weight Stone - The stone sealing the tomb was likely a massive round
rock weighing between 2,000 and 4,000 pounds - as heavy as a small to
midsized car!

e Guarded And Sealed - The tomb was not only guarded by Roman soldiers but
there was a seal affixed. Breaking this seal was against the law, punishable by
death!

e First Witnesses - Women were the first to see the empty tomb and
tell the disciples, which was surprising for that time in history.
